However, |
suggest that a large proportion of guide book seekers who are traveling to wherever have either
done some preliminary research as | usually do (such as by collecting itineraries of travel
companies and clipping newspaper articles), so that a list of possible destinations are accumulated
and then put in travel order. The order is subject to change and a city added or subtracted based on
a good guidebook and a map found elsewhere, but to add or drop cities depends on locating the list
of cities in a guidebook WITH AN INDEX!This "The Rough Guide to Sicily" is organized by the
geography of Sicily, so that to locate a city one must either try to guess from the Table of Contents
in which geographical section of Sicily it is ( to do this successfully requires guessing to begin with)
or to begin with the first table of contents for each geographical area and to continue on to the next
geographical area and so forth with the hope to discover one or more (or all) sought-after cities. |
