Additionally some part of the body were displayed from only a couple of perspectives,

making visualization a little difficult. Overall, a good buy for an atlas with large, colorful images than

you can physically carry around and look at (instead of staring so much at the computer screen), but

definitely worth supplementing with 3D online resources and, of course, an anatomy textbook.
