American photographer Julius ShulmanÃ¢â‚¬â„¢s images of Californian architecture have burned

themselves into the retina of the 20th century.

A sense of humanity is

always present in his work, even when the human figure is absent from the actual photographs.

Today, a great many of the buildings documented by Shulman have disappeared or been crudely

converted, but the thirst for his pioneering images is stronger than ever before.Hunter

Drohojowska-Philp writes about modern art, design and architecture.
