Hell, he already has access to

HollywoodÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s biggest names due to his wrestling feud with actor Mickey Rourke and

his time on Dancing with the Stars, so maybe thatÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s something he could do when

he eventually hangs up his boots. He relies on pop culture references that are accessible to pretty



much any age group, so thereÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s no need to worry about dud jokes. I

donÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢t want to spoil the jokes for my audience, so thatÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢ll be even

more incentive to buy this book and laugh your asses off.If I could give one piece of criticism to this

book, itÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s that Chris Jericho has a habit of blowing through entire performances

with just ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Å“it was a great matchÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â• (wrestling for WWE) or

ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Å“it was a fun setÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â• (touring with Fozzy). There are plenty of times

when he goes into gory details such as how he lost a tooth during a ladder match with Shawn

Michaels or how he injured his back during his final performance on Dancing with the Stars.

However, there are also plenty of other high stakes events that I would have liked more details on. I

let him get away with it since this is a celebrity memoir, but as an author myself, if I

donÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢t point this lack of detail out, itÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢ll be a missed opportunity on

my part. Show, donÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢t tell!DonÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢t let that last paragraph shy you

away from purchasing this book, though. Whether youÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢re a wrestling fan, a music

fan, or just a guy who likes to watch people succeed while having a good laugh, I highly recommend

this memoir from Chris Jericho. After all is said and done, youÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢ll only have one

I enjoyed reading the book and enjoy the irreverent style of writing he does. However, it's not nearly

as meaty as his first two books. Part of it, I blame on the relatively short timeline he was writing

about. Stretching six years into 400 pages is a bit of a stretch. Another part of it is the relatively

tame state of the WWE locker room.His first book had a ton of stories about different locker rooms.

His second book was insightful as it was a very interesting time in the WWF/WWE locker room and

in his career. The third book has some entertaining anecdotes that will make the time fly but there

really isn't anything with any punch behind it aside from when he covers his trip to Iraq and the

portion of the book that encompasses the HBK feud.And the lack of punch is where it goes from five

stars to three. The locker room environment isn't as chaotic as it used to be. I understand that and

don't really blame him for it. What I do take umbrage with is that he doesn't go into some more

controversial stuff like him and Helms getting arrested or the rumored Kelly Kelly affair in which

pictures are plastered all over the Internet; he seems hesitant to include anything that portrays him

in a bad light other than stuff he can explain away easily. Even his rock n roll road stories are mild



when compared to stories from rock bands of the 60's, 70's, and 80's.If you enjoyed the first two

books, you'll enjoy this one. Just don't expect it to be as good.

I'm not the biggest wrestling fan on the planet and I actually enjoy reading about behind the scenes

stuff more than I enjoy the end product. I was given this book as a gift and thought "Worth a

shot".Indeed it was. I've since 'collected' all three of Chris Jericho's books, and all three are

excellent. It's about a wrestler, but it's not exactly all about wrestling. It's about Chris Jericho, and it

chronicles his rise from being a kid through today. This title is picks up where his previous book left

off, as is his style. I highly recommend the three, read the first, you'll want to read the other two! His

story is one that, you really don't get "to know" his story without reading it from the start.I especially

like that he doesn't gloss over the parts most people would sweep out of his spotlight. You get to

read it all, even the parts of his history that he admits he's ashamed of that most people would gloss

over. In short, it's an honest book which makes it fairly unique as autobiographical works go. It's an

awesome read.
